Credit Recovery - Getting on track to graduate on time
Course Description & Objectives - The Edgenuity Recovery of Credit program is designed to allow students to fulfill graduation requirements through a computer-based, teacher monitored curriculum. Students engage in a virtual classroom and work independently towards the completion of their Edgenuity designated course. Students may access and complete coursework anywhere Internet access is available. Edgenuity course however all reading and resources are all embedded in the Edgenuity course.

100% Course Completion – A minimum 60% course average and documentation of daily/ongoing note-taking is required for 100% course completion. A student cannot receive credit for a course completion percentage that is not 100%. Edgenuity virtual coursework is comprised of a variety of the following activities: Prescriptive Test, Online Content, Quiz, Pre-Test, Lecture, Essay, Test, Vocabulary, Practice/Homework, Cumulative Exam.  A pre-test is where a student has earned a grade of 80% or higher allows him to earn credit for the pre-tested lesson and skip forward to the next lesson.

Edgenuity Spiral/Notebook Required - Students ARE REQUIRED to take written notes and maintain these daily either on a spiral or a notebook.  Credit for a course cannot be awarded without a student’s submission of his note-taking documentation. Students are allowed to use their notes on certain assessments.
