Course Goal: 

To learn the fundamentals of 8th grade Algebra, and apply these mathematical principles and concepts to real life problems (All ESLR’s)
Course Purpose:  

Symbolic reasoning and calculations with symbols are central in algebra. Through the study of algebra, a student develops an understanding of the symbolic language of mathematics and the sciences. In addition, algebraic skills and concepts are developed and used in a wide variety of problem-solving situations.   Students will acquire respect for the study of mathematics, acknowledge the importance of logical reasoning in our daily lives, and experience the relevancy of mathematics in the real world.

Notebook Expectations
1. Categorized dividers:  Assignments, Labs, Notes, Handouts/Worksheets, Group Activities, Warm-Ups, Enrichments, etc…
