Course Description:

  This course is for students who intend to improve their English to a conversational level and writing in paragraphs. This course also prepares students for ESL 4-5, where instruction is in English whereas in this class instruction will be in both English and Spanish.

1. CASAS Test Scoring: Students in ESL 2-3 are from the CASAS ESL Scoring Range of 205 to 219 (Teacher discretion also as to speaking, listening, and writing levels since the CASAS test is a Reading Test). The Objective is for students to achieve an improvement of a minimum of 1-5 points per quarter. The ultimate goal is to reach the CASAS Scoring Range of 220 and above and to advance to ESL 4-5.
2. Writing: Students in ESL 2-3 typically are able to write simple complete sentences with some assistance. The Objective is for students within one semester to achieve the ability to write a basic coherent paragraph of 3-5 sentences composed of corresponding level vocabulary that includes the components of Topic Sentence, Supporting Evidence, and Personal Commentary (interpretation and analysis) with a Concluding thought.
