PROCESS:  I will give you a passage from an old test.  Your homework assignment will be to read the passage and complete the questions below. Each passage will include a short list of words that you will need to know in order to be successful on the multiple-choice test.

Your grade for the assignment will come from your completion of the written homework and your performance on the multiple-choice test.  Because completion of the homework is crucial to success on the multiple choice test, you will get much more out of this assignment if you DO IT ON YOUR OWN….Any instances of cheating or copying will suffer the consequences as discussed in class. 
This is a STANDING ASSIGNMENT that you will do at least once per two weeks. KEEP this handout in your notebook because I am only going to give it to you ONCE.  I will give you different passages each time; however, the process will be the same.

ANSWER THE QUESTIONS IN INK (OR TYPED), CAREFULLY AND THOUGHTFULLY.  (Don’t turn this hand-out back in—remember, you will use it again…and again…)

QUESTIONS

1. Complete a TPPFAST if it is a poem or a PPACTTTSS if it is a prose passage. Clearly label each section.

2. Look up and define the listed words.  Write these words and their definitions. NO EFFECTS.  Remember that you won’t be able to use a dictionary on the multiple-choice test over this passage.

3. Take note of 3 literary terms (metaphors, similes, etc) that are used in the passage. List them along with the EFFECT!! 
Staple passage to the back of completed answers.  Place in basket on date due.
